Staying ahead of modern-day attacks Part 2: Defense-at-Scale approach with Office 365 ATP
In part 1 of this series, we reviewed the significant enhancements made to Office 365 Advanced Threat Protection (ATP) in recent months.   In this blog, we’ll delve into the scale of threat signals leveraged by Office 365 ATP and highlight how that scale bolsters our ability to detect and protect against advanced threats quickly and accurately. Our strength of signal is one of the important elements helping Office 365 ATP provide the best security for emails, documents and collaboration. The foundation of Office 365 ATP is the Microsoft Intelligent Security graph which provides 6.5 trillion signals per day.  This number is so large, it is hard to put into perspective but if you could analyze each of the 6.5 trillion signals at one signal per second, it would take roughly 200,000 years to analyze all the signals.  With the power of machine learning, Exchange Online Protection (EOP) and Office 365 ATP do this analysis every day.  Clearly, the information, learning, and intelligence gained from the Intelligent Security Graph is an impressive differentiator for our security services.

Getting AI/ML and DevOps working better together
Artificial Intelligence (AI) and machine learning (ML) technologies extend the capabilities of software applications that are now found throughout our daily life: digital assistants, facial recognition, photo captioning, banking services, and product recommendations. The difficult part about integrating AI or ML into an application is not the technology, or the math, or the science or the algorithms. The challenge is getting the model deployed into a production environment and keeping it operational and supportable.

Creating a True Single Pane of Glass for Getting Work Done with Microsoft Teams and SkySync
Microsoft Teams has caught on in the Enterprise space. Windows 7 servicing stack updates: managing change and appreciating cumulative updates
For many of you managing a Windows 7 infrastructure today, monthly servicing is primarily about making sure that you are installing the latest security patches on your devices and staying current. To simplify the servicing process (in addition to complexity and cost), we aligned our Windows 7 servicing model—consisting of Monthly Rollups and Security-only updates—to the update model we use with Windows 10. Instead of tracking and installing multiple, individual patches, you only need to install a single, cumulative patch each month to ensure that your systems have the latest updates. Despite this simplified servicing model, some Windows 7 devices recently experienced issues installing either the August or September 2018 Monthly Rollups or Security-only updates. The intent of this blog is to share why these issues occurred, what we are doing about it, and how this relates to Windows 10 cumulative updates.
