SharePoint online as File Server
A contributor was looking for a way to upload large files to SharePoint as a central file repository and make it available to all users in the Office 365 tenant/Team site. Some recommended using OneDrive, while others pointed to third-party solutions. Most agreed that migrating large amounts of data required an additional migration tool. 

Is Office 365 Groups still available as SP Conference video does not have it in the site creation
There was concern about Office 365 groups no longer being a choice in site creation. Other contributors, including MVPs, were able to provide clarification.

Prevent Users from Upgrading Distribution lists to Office 365 Groups
